Joshua 1:9 Have | not commanded you? Be strong and courageous. Do not be frightened, and do not be
dismayed, for the Lord your God is with you wherever you go.

Do not fear or be in dread of them, for it is the Lord your God
who goes with you. He will not leave you or forsake you.

Isaiah 43:18-19 Remember not the former things, nor consider the things of old.
19 Behold, I am doing a new thing; now it springs forth, do you not perceive it?
I will make a way in the wilderness and rivers in the desert.

Luke 9:59-62 To another he said, “Follow me.” But he said, “Lord, let me first go and bury my father.” ®® And
Jesus said to him, “Leave the dead to bury their own dead. But as for you, go and proclaim the kingdom of
God.” %! Yet another said, “I will follow you, Lord, but let me first say farewell to those at my home.” 62 Jesus
said to him, “No one who puts his hand to the plow and looks back is fit for the kingdom of God.”

Romans 12:1-2 | appeal to you therefore, brothers, by the mercies of God, to present your bodies as a living
sacrifice, holy and acceptable to God, which is your spiritual worship. 2 Do not be conformed to this world,
but be transformed by the renewal of your mind, that by testing you may discern what is the will of God, what
is good and acceptable and perfect.

Il Corinthians 5:17 Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation. The old has passed away; behold,
the new has come.

Galatians 5:1 For freedom Christ has set us free; stand firm therefore, and do not submit again to a yoke of
slavery.

Ephesians 4:17-23 Now this | say and testify in the Lord, that you must no longer walk as the Gentiles do, in
the futility of their minds. ! They are darkened in their understanding, alienated from the life of God because
of the ignorance that is in them, due to their hardness of heart. 1° They have become callous and have given
themselves up to sensuality, greedy to practice every kind of impurity. 2° But that is not the way you learned
Christ!— 2! assuming that you have heard about him and were taught in him, as the truth is in Jesus, ? to put
off your old self, which belongs to your former manner of life and is corrupt through deceitful desires, 3 and
to be renewed in the spirit of your minds, 24 and to put on the new self, created after the likeness of God in
true righteousness and holiness.

Philippians 1:6 | am sure of this, that he who began a good work in you will bring it to completion at the day of
Jesus Christ.

Philippians 3:12-14 Not that | have already obtained this or am already perfect, but I press on to make it my
own, because Christ Jesus has made me his own. 13 Brothers, I do not consider that | have made it my own.
But one thing | do: forgetting what lies behind and straining forward to what lies ahead, * I press on toward
the goal for the prize of the upward call of God in Christ Jesus.



Hebrews 12:1-2 Therefore, since we are surrounded by so great a cloud of witnesses, let us also lay aside every
weight, and sin which clings so closely, and let us run with endurance the race that is set before us, 2 looking
to Jesus, the founder and perfecter of our faith, who for the joy that was set before him endured the cross,
despising the shame, and is seated at the right hand of the throne of God.

I Peter 5:10 After you have suffered a little while, the God of all grace, who has called you to his eternal glory
in Christ, will himself restore, confirm, strengthen, and establish you.

Il Peter 2:20-22 For if, after they have escaped the defilements of the world through the knowledge of our Lord
and Savior Jesus Christ, they are again entangled in them and overcome, the last state has become worse for
them than the first. 2! For it would have been better for them never to have known the way of righteousness
than after knowing it to turn back from the holy commandment delivered to them. 2> What the true proverb
says has happened to them: “The dog returns to its own vomit, and the sow, after washing herself, returns to
wallow in the mire.”
